Savannah just gets more annoying as the story goes on. The whole plot is driven by the fact she must get her
monkey back, which she probably shouldn't have had in the first place. Moreover, she just seems...whiny and
desperate. I mean, really, would it be that bad if she never got Cleopatra back or if the other animals were
rescued later on?
